Alleged Allegation Procedures

Any action considered to be an offense under Federal, State or local laws must be reported immediately to the police.  The Region Commissioner must be notified, in writing, of these illegal actions within twenty-four (24) hours of knowledge of the situation.  The Region Commissioner will immediately suspend the individual involved in this type of situation.

All other alleged violations of our Disciplinary Procedures and Guidelines Policy are reported, in writing, to the Region Commissioner within seven (7) days of knowledge of the violation using the “Report of Allegations” form found on the Great Lakes Region website.  www.greatlakesvolleyball.org
Click on publications, click on forms; click on Report of Allegations.  
All reports must be filled out in writing and include:
1. a clear and complete statement of the allegation;

2. all appropriate information to include the name(s), address, and phone number(s) of the involved individual(s);

3. the action being requested; and

4. the signature and date of the individual filing the allegation

The reporting individual then has no longer than seven (7) days to further investigate the alleged violation and report back to the Region Commissioner in writing, using the “Investigation Report of Allegations” form.  This form may be found on the Great Lakes website under publications and then forms.

Disposition of the Allegation

1. If the allegation is properly filled the Commissioner shall notify the Compliance Committee and inform the Chair of the allegation within forty-eight (48) hours of receipt of the “Investigation Report of Allegations”.
2. The Compliance Committee Chair or their delegate notifies the individual, team or club members against whom the allegation is filled.

3. The Compliance Committee has fourteen (14) business days to investigate the allegations.

4. The compliance Committee shall hold a hearing for the purpose of deterring the facts surrounding the allegation.  Such a hearing may be conducted in person, by telephone, by mail or by electronic mail.

5. A written statement of the decision from the Compliance Committee will be sent to the Region Commissioner within twenty-four hours (24) following the investigation.

6. The Region Commissioner will review all information, discuss the findings with the Compliance Committee and make a decision regarding the alleged violation. The possible outcome could include a sanction ranging from warning to expulsion, or case dismissal due to insufficient evidence as ruled by the Region Commissioner and/or Compliance Committee.
7. The decision of the Region Commissioner will be sent to the involved parties.
