Appeals Process – Ethics and Eligibility Committee
A sanctioned member has seven business days to appeal.  This is done through a written communication (FAX, email or by the US Postal Service) to the Chair of the Great Lakes Region Ethics and Eligibility (E&E) Committee, Mr. Angelo Iasillo.aiasillo@aol.com If the sanction is appealed, the sanction will be held in abeyance until the Ethics and Eligibility hearing, unless the complaint is of a criminal nature.  If the complaint is of a criminal nature the sanction will begin immediately.
Within seven business days of receiving the appeal, the Ethics & Eligibility committee will schedule a hearing.

If the E&E committee upholds the sanction it shall be binding.  The member may contact the Region Commissioner, again in writing, within seven (7) business days and request a full Great Lakes Board of Directors hearing.

Within fourteen business days the full Board of Directors may schedule a hearing.  The decision of the Great Lakes Region Board of Directors will be final.
