Disciplinary Procedures and Guidelines

Any member found to be in violation of any of the following rules is subject to whatever disciplinary action deemed appropriate by the authorized person, persons, Boards or committees of the Great Lakes Region and/or USA Volleyball.
A sanction may be issued by the Commissioner, Region Administrator, or Board of Directors member responsible for that part of the program or by a majority vote of the Great Lakes Region Board of Directors.  A sanction may be based upon a violation of any, but not limited to, the following prohibited actions: 

The Following Actions Are Prohibited
1. Illegal transport, illegal possession, or illegal use of drugs or other substances banned by the Great Lakes Region and/or USAV.
2. Use of a recognized identification card by anyone other than the individual described on the card.

3. Physical damage to a facility or theft of items from a facility, room, dormitory, residence, hotel or another person.  (Restitution may be a part of any penalty imposed.)
4. Possession of fireworks, ammunition, firearms, other weapons or any item or material which by commonly accepted practices and principles would be a hazard or harmful to other persons.

5. Any action considered to be an offence under Federal, State or local laws.
6. Violation of the specific policies, regulations and/or procedures of the Great Lakes Region, USAV or the facility used in conjunction with a sanctioned event.  (It is the responsibility of the individual to be familiar with applicable specific policies, regulations and procedures.)
7. Conduct which is inappropriate as determined by comparison to normally accepted behavior.

8. Physical, verbal or emotional intimidation of any individual.
Other prohibited actions: 
· Violation of eligibility rules per USA Volleyball and Great Lakes Region documents
· Violation of the USA Volleyball Age Falsification policy
· Recruiting
· Any acts that may be deemed contrary to fundamental objectives, integrity or the best interests of Great Lakes Region and USA Volleyball Association.
Disciplinary procedures may be initiated for anyone.  The Region requires that all allegations be made on the Alleged Allegation Form within seven (7) days of knowledge of the incident and submitted to the Officer or Board of Directors member responsible for that specific phase of the program.
Disciplinary Action
Any individual or group of individuals found to have violated USA Volleyball or Great Lakes Region ethics, rules, guidelines, policies and/or procedures or found guilty of an offense under Federal, State or local laws shall be subject to any of the following disciplinary actions:

1. Warning – admonition against a repeat violation

2. Probation – a warning that a further violation within a specified period of time might result in a discipline

3. Suspension – removal of eligibility for participation in events, programs and activities for a specified period of time

4. Expulsion – revoked membership
