Great Lakes Region Most Asked Questions

Q  Is there a deadline for player registration?

A  No, a club director or team representative may add a player at any time prior to playing in a sanctioned event provided that there is enough time to process the registration.
Q  How long does it take to process a team’s registration forms?

A  All membership applications are processed in the order they arrive.  After the main rush most forms are completely processed within a couple of days.  Please remember all forms must be in the Region Administrator’s hands (Donna Smith) at least one (1) week prior to the first tournament.  Do not wait until the day or two before a tournament and expect the Region to expedite the process; it just can’t be done.
Q  Will forms be processed quicker if they are sent by Federal Express, UPS or next Day Mail?
A  NO!  All forms are processed in the order in which they are received.  If club directors, coaches or team representatives send registration forms by Federal Express etc, please waive the required signature.  We will not go to the post office to pick up your forms.
Q  Why are forms returned?

A  Forms are returned for many reason but the most common reasons are: writing is ineligible (we prefer that all forms be typed), no signature, or missing date of birth.  Please make sure that everything is filled out before mailing.  Individual forms are also returned because all team material must be sent in “as a team” with a team name listed on the form.
Q  What are the business hours for the Region?

A  Please understand that the GLR Region Offices are run out of the staff’s homes.  Please be considerate as to the time of day that you call (no calls before 9:00AM or after 5:00 PM).  The offices are closed on all holidays.  
Q  Can a player transfer from one team to another after they have participated in a USAV sanctioned event?
A  According to USAV rules NO.  However the Great Lakes Region allows for a transfer under an extenuating circumstance (documentation must accompany the transfer request).  If the transfer is granted the player would not be allowed to compete in Region Championships, USAV Qualifying Tournaments or at USAV Nationals.  

For adults there is an exception please refer to the Adult Rule of Two policy.

Q  Will all teams be accepted into Adult Regional?
A  No, teams are not guaranteed a slot.  Teams will be selected according to a point system.  Points are accumulated for tournaments entered, finish in pool play final standings as well as “playing up” in tournaments.  If we have more teams interested in playing than we have slots available the teams with the fewest points will be dropped.  Angelo Iasillo will be the tournament director responsible for this championship.  Please send him all entries.  If mailed federal Express, UPS or Next Day Mail please waive the required signature.  We will not go to the post office to pick up entries.
